The United States incarcerates a larger percentage of its population
than any nation in the world. Presently, one in one-hundred
American citizens are incarcerated. One in fifteen African American
men are behind bars. The American prison system is, in no uncertain
terms, a particularly brutal and dehumanizing articulation of the
inequities that permeate 21st century capitalism. In spite of
overwhelming evidence that mass incarceration does nothing to
reduce crime, one must wonder why fear-driven discourses of crime
and punishment continue to resonate with many citizens. This panel
considers the role of communication scholars and practitioners in
troubling the prison’s peculiar grasp on American politics and
culture. In other words, we will consider the ways in which
communicative practice can trouble the troubling convictions that
allow ours to remain an “incarceration nation.”
